Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Apology for absence were received from Cllrs T Cook and B West.
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 12th February 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Highway issues
It was reported that Community Payback had cut back the section of overgrown hedgerow on Main Street and that approximately 60 green bags resulting from earlier works carried out by Community Payback were awaiting collection by ERYC. 

The Chair reported that ERYC would shortly  be delivering around 6 tons of chippings/planings to Dove Lane to improve the highway which work would be carried out by the Community Payback team.

4. Website
Cllr Billany confirmed that she had e-mailed Easily with regard to payment of the invoice and that she was intending to have further discussions with Mr Ainley on her involvement with the site on his return from holiday.
5. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated details of the Holderness Health Community Liaison Forum meeting together with confirmation from SSE that the opportunity to produce green energy at a dedicated onshore facility with shortlisted locations of Aldbrough and Saltend and associated cable route which passes across land in Roos parish would be retired from the project. 

Confirmation was received from ERYC that the the application to vary the Roos and East Garton Public Spaces Protection Orders had been refused in respect of Longbrough Lane.

6. Planning
Erection of a building to house a farm produce vending machine and construction 

of an associated parking and turning area at Windy Ridge Kiln House Lane 

Tunstall  - 24/00283/PLF

It was agreed to accept in principle the comments submitted by Mr Chudley of ERYC relevant to footpath 11 and to object to the application in its current format.

Erection of dwelling and new timber car port, remove 1.8m high brick wall and replace with 1.1m high picket fence and gate, construction of vehicular access at land north east of Hansa House Main Street Roos - 24/00402/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Variation of condition 7 (surface water) and 8 (approved plans block plan only)of permission 20/04231/PLF (Erection of dwelling with associated works) to reflect changes to surface water disposal (retrospective) at Larch House Meadowcroft 

Roos - 23/03929/VAR    

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Fell 1 no. Willow tree and 1 no. Ash tree due to various aspects of their condition at North Farm Rectory Road Roos within the Conservation Area 

Erection of a building for use as agricultural offices and workers amenity building with associated parking at Westhill Farm Main Street Tunstall 

It was reported that  ERYC had approved the above two applications.

8. Any other business
The Clerk reported that ERYC had recently given a presentation to East Garton Parish Council relevant to its Changing Coasts project and that when the  slides from the presentation were to hand he would forward them to members for their information and consideration.
