We were six weeks at sea all told and landed ih 8aid on my birthday September24

1940, and went from there to Cairo. From Cairo ventwup the desert as part of the
brigade that took on the Italian forces and drdwent back several miles into Libya
before returning to base, leaving a garrison inrtikb

Later the German Afrika Corps advanced to the Hggpborder, bypassing Tobruk,
leaving it under siege. Our company was ordereprdéaeed to Tobruk to support the
troops already there. We travelled by sea as tigtrlaute was cut off, arriving in April
1941. We were there under siege by the GermansNmtember 1941 when we were
freed by the combined forces who had driven thex@erforces back from Egypt.

We returned to base and spent a short while reomyetbandoned vehicles in and
around Tobruk returning them to base. It was aayatjle though hair-raising time. The
German forces again advanced towards Egypt. We wrelered back to the desert to
halt them. We engaged them at a place code-name@dhksbridge’. We were heavily
defeated with several thousand troops of variotismalities taken prisoner, of which |
was one. A German soldier said to me ‘For you the iw over'. | thought, ‘Thank the
Lord for that!’

| was walking around when | saw a familiar facewéts Bob Myers, an old school pal.

We also worked on a farm together in 1933. Life wawe bearable with someone |
knew from way back. We stayed together throughousriprison camps, until | was

taken ill with malaria and admitted to Lucca hoabivhere | stayed for seven weeks
before being moved to another camp. (Bob later rhggbome in the Barnsley area and
| did not see him for another 50 years, until hmeo visit me in Roos). | was then sent
with the other POWSs reclaiming woodland to turmiatvineyard.

On Septembert81942, Italy surrendered. The Germans took ovehelprison camps
and moved us by train in cattle trucks from ItadyMuhleberg POW camp in Germany
where | spent three weeks in hospital. | was lateved to Dresden, working on the
station unloading railway wagons, and from thengals sent to work on a farm in
Somsdorf for Oscar Bormann. Whilst working on taerf | planted a walnut tree. After
the war, and when the Berlin wall came down, | aoted the farmers again, and my late
son Stephen paid them a visit. They told Stephestibry of the tree and other incidents
that had taken place. The farmers later sent mexaobwalnuts each Christmas for
several years and also sent a photograph of the tre

In 1945 the Russians were advancing into Germadyaif?OWS were rounded up and
marched away from the war zone, resting occasiptglithe way-side and sleeping in
farm buildings by night. On the march | met up wiiim Clappison who came from

Ottringham. Jim joined up with us. We were ldteused in a building under course of
construction, with no doors or windows and coldaete floors. By this time another

POW, Eddie Goodhew, and | had had enough so detidescape. We said cheerio to
the rest of the lads and made for nearby woods matBet plan in mind. The next day
we made for the hills, which were snow-covered.tTight we broke branches from the
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pine trees and used them as a bed, although weotlisleep as it was too cold. There
was plenty of water in the dykes and streams thditigg food, and we were getting
hungry. We saw a farmer planting potatoes soayddw until the evening, when we
dug out a few potatoes and ate them. Some weratspre not very appetising but filling.

We bedded down in a wood the next night and statdgain in the morning and came
to a high wire fence verging a road, to be met hgtlaer fence, which we scaled. We
came to the edge of a town so we bypassed it. €&keday we were clear of the town
on a hill overlooking it. By this time we knew were only a few miles from Somsdorf,
so decided to head there, not knowing what saatreiception awaited us. The next day
things got a bit ‘dodgy’. We were walking alondield track when a German armed
with a rifle challenged us. We told him we wererkeh but he insisted we went along
with him to a nearby camp. (You don’t argue witman with a gun). After walking a
few yards, Eddie and | decided to get rid of hinm started to limp and sat down and
took a boot off, telling the German | could go motlier. The German went on to the
camp. He must have reported us as two Frenchmanyhge later two German officers
came along and spoke to us in French. Of coursdidvet understand them, so it was
established we were two English POWSs who had esdcadter further questioning as
to our destination etc they left us. We then hedded harandt and on to Somsdorf,
arriving at 7pm. Eddie went to the farm he had wdrlon, and | went to Oscar
Bormann’s farm. The family welcomed me back, aadegme food and a bed. The next
morning Oscar reported my arrival to the Policee Thief came to the farm and said if
| didn’t cause any problems he would turn a blige.d helped around the farm. One
day Oscar got the idea of building a covered wagdfe spent a few days making the
framework and covering it with tarpaulin. When cdetpd Oscar asked me to take his
family away from Somsdorf before the Russians adiin the village, but | refused as
the roads were already congested with peopleditt@dm they were safer in their own
home. After the bombing of Dresden in Feb 1945 sarheéhe population were
evacuated. | took a horse and wagon and helped $eme of the survivors into the
countryside. One day in April a squadron of Russganks arrived and took up positions
round the village — two in our farmyard. They stdyw few days before pulling out. One
morning | went to the barn to collect straw for ttevs when up popped six German
soldiers. They had gone into hiding hoping the Russwould pass them by. | collected
food and drink from the farmhouse. When they hadre&told them to remove their
tunics and hats and head west towards the AmeBdéish lines and safety. | never
knew their fate.

By now, the people in the village were in a stdtpanic, not knowing their fate at the
hands of the advancing Russians. Eddie and | kegting in the village and tried to
reassure people that everything would be all riglihough we ourselves were a bit
apprehensive, wondering how it would all end, askwew the British and American
troops were many miles away and had no chanceachieg us. One Saturday morning
there was gunfire all round the village. Eddie &ment down the road to see what was
happening and we came across a dead Russian s@ltiggot a couple of the villagers
to dig a hole and we buried him, only in a shallgnave, as we knew he would have to
come up again when the main troops arrived. Lat¢hé day, a lone Russian soldier
came to the edge of the village and we made owseimown to him. He told us to
inform the Germans that he was going to walk tgtothe village to check out whether
4



there were any German troops about, and if he didreturn in an hour, the village

would be searched. By now, most of the villagersavredoors awaiting their fate. Eddie
and | walked one either side of the Russian, thgtleof the village and back without

incident, as the German troops had left hurriedye spent some time with a party of
Russian infantrymen. We then returned to our réspetarms and tried to reassure the
people that everything would be all right. Aftere years of obeying orders, | was in
a position to issue them.

The majority of houses in the village had a flagpoh which they used to hang the
swastika flag from the upstairs window. | took atelsheet off one of the beds and hung
it out of the window as a token of surrender, ane by one the other villagers hung out
white sheets and the village Burger Master canmd@nd said, ‘Somsdorf capitulates’.

For the next few days, Russians transported thamiips through the village mainly on
horse-drawn wagons, and every-one stayed indoever8l troops stationed themselves
in the village.

There was a great commotion in the village in tdyemorning of May 8, gunfire and
shouting. | got out of bed (it was 3am), went algsand was told that Germany had
surrendered and the Russians were celebratingyicto

After cease-fire all the Polish prisoners (thereenseveral on the farms, also Polish girl
servants) met at a farm further up the road fromfaum and decided to head for Poland
and home. They went around all the farms takivggliest horses and wagons. They
came to our farm whilst Eddie and | were at thet b@wn (Frietal) and took the best of
the three horses that Oscar owned. He was vent apsait this, but he couldn’t do
anything about it, so | told him | would try to geback. The next morning | went to see
the Poles and told them the horse would go laner aftfew miles as it had a weak
foreleg, so they agreed to let me take it back.a®aad the family were delighted, as
they had been able to keep their horses. The h@seback from the Poles was called
‘Minna’. (The German farmer related these factmioson Stephen when he paid them
a visit several years later).

Eddie and | now began to think about getting toBhiéish lines. We asked a Russian
for information and help towards getting home andshid, ‘What are you doing here?
You should be in England now.” That was all thephek got from the Russians. We
borrowed two bikes, said cheerio to Somsdorf aratibd for Frietal, as there was not
much happening there. We went on to Tharandt anndipnith many more POWs from
different countries. Some Royal Engineers had taker a train that was standing in
the station. We all climbed aboard heading for amgng, Enfurt was the first station we
arrived at, so we left the train and headed fonagmuntry. The first troops we met were
Americans, and they took us back to their baseyfeand put us on a plane (Dakota) to
Brussels in Belgium. We stayed there a few daysrkeeflying on to England in a
Halifax or Stirling Bomber, | can’t remember whidsg everything was a bit confusing
after all that had been happening. We sent a &edrome to let our families know we
were safe. After a few weeks’ leave | returnedaimp and was admitted to the Leicester
Royal Infirmary, where | stayed six weeks beforeeineing to camp. | was discharged
from the forces on®®May 1946.

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Roos Playing Field Association recently held their AGM and the accounts showed a
deficit for the last year which wiped out the accumulated reserves. This was mainly due
to the demise of the Roos Out-Of-School Club as a result of falling attendance figures.
For the last ten years the income from the ROOSC helped the RPFA cover their
expenses without resorting to fund-raising activities, but this has now come to an end. As
well as the loss of income from the ROOSC the ERoYC have decided that we must now
pay a contribution to the business rates. For the last 29 years we have been granted
100% rate relief but this year, for still unexplained reasons, we qualified for only 90%
resulting in a bill for over £200. We were asked to draw up a development plan but the
template provided was for sports clubs and did not seem relevant to our situation. In the
last village survey the only improvement suggested was the provision of picnic tables,
and this has been done, so it would appear that we are victims of our own success as we
cannot fund and provide developments that are not wanted. Another consequence of
success is that as a result of providing the children's play area, and general premium
increases, we now have a bill for insurance of nearly £1000 per year. The result of all the
above is that, despite increasing the rent the sports teams pay by over 60%, we will have
a projected shortfall for the coming year of about £1500. We hope to raise most of this
by running a Race Night in the new year and a Midsummer raffle, for which we will need
support from you, the local residents. If you can offer any prizes or other help please get
in touch with Dudley Hulme, David Winter or Ann Coupe.

Many people, whether gardeners or not, will be ingkorward to a white Christmas,
but it is more often seen on Christmas cards thaedlity. The traditional snowy scenes
are reputed to date from before 1752 when a catestdnge meant that 11 days were
lost. Snow is much more common in January than Dbee.

A note about two of our popular plants at this tiofigear.

Mistletoe: Surrounded in folklore, mistletoe was often placedr a doorway as a sign
of peace and visitors were greeted with a kissel€ame.

It is a semi-parasite living on its host, usuallyagpple tree but sometimes lime, poplar,
willow and several other garden trees. It obtaimgewand nutrients from its host but
can obtain energy from sunlight. Most mistleto¢ha UK is grown in the Shropshire-
Hereford area where there are still many old omtharhere are both male and female
plants. The commonly seen white berries are boyrtbdfemale.

Holly: A popular berried evergreen. The European spegi@s well in sun or shade

and also withstand maritime exposure and pollutidrere is a great variety of colour
and form. Male and female flowers are borne on sgpalants and in a good year
female plants fruit abundantly.

Houseplants: This is the peak month for houseplants. Azaliddacand Solanum

capsicastrum (winter cherry) require extra humiddy spray with tepid water.

Cyclamen keep best in a cool room or hallway. Whtan the bottom in a saucer, but
don't let them stand in water.

Fruit trees can be pruned and vegetable plotsdtidied frost precautions taken before
the Christmas holiday puts a temporary stop toeyard).
